WHO ARE THE MUSIC BOOSTERS AND WHAT DO THEY DO?

We all are the Music Boosters, not just those of us on the board or those who come to meetings.  Every parent of an instrumental music student is a member of Music Boosters.  The main purpose of this organization is, “to provide financial, organizational and logistical support to the Instrumental Music programs of Clayton Valley High School.”   

WHY DO WE FUNDRAISE AND WHAT’S IN IT FOR ME?
Our music program receives very little funding beyond the music director’s salary.  So, Music Boosters’ focus is to raise funds to support programs and trips, purchase and repair instruments, purchase music, etc.

Every dollar we raise benefits our students, but not every dollar can go to individual points accounts and every volunteer opportunity will not convert into a personal benefit.  Volunteering for and financially supporting general fundraising and events is extremely important to the success of the instrumental music program.

Thank you to everyone who supported our first fundraiser of the year, A Symphony of Flavors.  We do not have our final numbers tallied, but based on feedback from our attendees, it was a great evening and one we hope to build on in future years.

DISNEYLAND TRIP – NOVEMBER 10-13, 2010

We will be marching down Main Street in less than one month!  Plans are being finalized and the second payment installment of $100 is due on Friday, October 15th.  No refunds will be issued after this date.  There will be a required meeting for parents of all students participating in the Disney trip on Monday, November 1st at 7:00pm in the band room.  This will be part of the general boosters meeting.
POINTS FUNDRAISING- October 11-25, 2010
Fundraising packets for Cookie Dough & More  and Fun Pasta are available in the band room.  The sales period will run through Sunday, October 24th with all orders and money due on Monday, October 25th.  This is your opportunity to earn money for individual points accounts to help pay for the Disneyland trip and/or other band expenses.  
Even if you are not going to Disneyland, we recommend that all students participate and bank points for future trips.  Each student will earn a minimum of 40% of their sales.  So if you sell $200 worth of product, you will earn $80!  All profits from these fundraisers will benefit individual points accounts.  Last year, only 27 students participated and earned a total of $3,630!
RALLY BAND POINTS TRANSFER

All paid Rally Band families were advised that they would be receiving a $10 credit to their points accounts due to a reduction in RB fees.  If your RB student is going to Disneyland, that $10 will be credited to their balance due on the trip.  If you are receiving a refund and not going to Disneyland, a $10 check will be issued.
